• Reading literature from different cultural 

backgrounds – discovering differences and 
commonalities. 

• Reading literature with themes related to conflict 
resolution – emphasis on non-violent methods 

• Learning about cross-cultural communication 
• Interviewing individuals involved in conflict 

(peer mediation) 
• Writing up intervention reports – the analysis of 

the situation and the resolution  
 

Math: 
• Designing and implementing surveys to assess 

success of program 
• Calculating the level of violence or conflict in a 

school or community – i.e. how many incidents 
occur in this school every year, is it on the rise, 
why might this be, where do these incident occur?

 

Science: 
• Using the scientific method to evaluate the 

impact of the program – i.e. did this project 
work? 

Health: 
• Learning about the health impacts of disasters, 

violence, etc – post-traumatic stress, physical 
injuries 

• Learning how to identify the signs of stress and 
how can we address it? 

• Understanding the effects of stress in our own 
lives and communities – bullying, domestic 
violence, child abuse 

• Understanding of the causes of stress in our 
schools and communities – how can we address 
those causes? 

 

Art: 
• Looking at how art can provide therapy 

and relaxation for people? 
• Creating performances (plays, skits, etc.) 

to educate others about cultural differences 
and/or conflict resolution

• Exploring how language itself is often 

a barrier and exacerbates tensions
